Greetings in this season of New Life and Resurrection, 
 

 I am writing this letter to you on one of those warm, sunny, (still March) days when I just have this 
urge to get outdoors and work in the garden or the yard.  Yesterday, I planted some flower and vegetable 
seeds in an indoor “greenhouse.”  The dark, short days of winter and Lent are coming to an end.  Hopefully, 
we find ourselves wanting to become more active in God’s kingdom.   
 Sometimes, though, participating in the ways that God calls us can be a scary thing.  Jesus’ disciples 
were charged with spreading the word about Jesus after His death.  Yet, they sat, huddled around one another 
in an upper room doing nothing.  They needed a bit more encouragement to be able to take on the task before 
them.  So, Jesus made His presence known among them, there in the upper room and along the road in the 
breaking of bread.  Jesus’ presence among us gives us the strength we need to work in God’s kingdom.   
Weekly, as we eat the meal He provides and hosts for us, we are empowered and freed to work to spread the 
Good News of Jesus Christ.      
 During the Lenten Season, we were called to examine our lives and the ways that we have chosen, or 
not chosen, to journey with our Lord on the way to the Cross.  Now, as Easter and April approach we are 
called to look beyond the Cross.  Jesus’ death on the Cross was a new beginning, not an ending.  Because of 
Jesus’ resurrection to new life on Easter Morning, we have the hope and promise of a new beginning, too.  
But how do we live out this promise of New Life and Victory over death in our individual lives?   
 Hopefully, we live out this promise in our lives by imitating Christ, by becoming “Little Christ’s,” by 
doing things for others that Christ would have done.  There are many opportunities to serve in our 
congregation, in our synod, and in our community.   
 Here at Pine Street we need people to serve as ushers and greeters for the narthex and elevator 
entrances.  People are needed to help with Hospitality Ministry projects that are coming up:  our weekly 
fellowship times, “comfort and Joy” hospitality stations for Danville’s Spring Fling in May and for the 
playground build at Trinity Methodist Church in June.  More information on these projects will be 
forthcoming.  We also need folks who are willing to provide Communion Bread on a weekly basis for Holy 
Communion. 
 Our synodical conference sponsors a bus trip to the Church World Services warehouse and SERVV 
Distribution Center in New Windsor, MD, twice a year.  The spring outing is coming up in May. (See sign-
up info later in newsletter)  This is a fun trip and an opportunity to network and fellowship with other 
Lutherans and Methodists from our area.  We pack clothes to send overseas and price fair trade artwork and 
crafts for distribution to retail outlets across the country.   
 In our Danville community, the Jubilee Kitchen could use your help on Saturday’s from 9AM to 
1PM.  Pat and I plan to prepare the meal and enjoy the fellowship time with other residents of Danville on 
Saturday, May 5th.  If you would care to join us, or maybe your family or your church ministry or group 
would like to sign up to serve the meal and share Christ’s Love.   
  Meanwhile, it has turned cold once more, the snow is flying again. . . but not for long, for as surely 
as Christ is risen from the dead, my “indoor greenhouse” seeds will bring forth new, green growth, and the 
warm weather will be here to stay. . . all in God’s time.  Christ is Risen!!  Alleluia!!  Amen!!

Herman G. Stuempfle Dies 
 

(Gettysburg, PA)  The Rev. Dr. 

Herman G. Stuempfle Jr., a 
Lutheran church leader known for 
his outstanding contributions as a 
preacher professor, president and 
poet died Tuesday, March 13, 2007, 
following a long illness.  Stuempfle's 
life and work were remembered in a 
memorial service at the Church of 
the Abiding Presence, the chapel of 
the Lutheran Theological Seminary 
at Gettysburg on  Saturday, March 
17, 2007 Stuempfle, born April 2nd 
1923 in Clarion, Pennsylvania, was 
a  resident of Gettysburg for more 
than five decades and best known 
as the President of the Lutheran 
Theological Seminary at Gettysburg, 
serving as professor, dean and 
president for a total of 27 years. 
Beginning in 1962, he served the 
seminary as the John and Susannah 
Ulrich Professor of the Art of 
Preaching, teaching seminarians as 
late as the spring semester of  
2003.  The Rev. Michael Cooper-
White, President of the Gettysburg 
Seminary, said "During the latter half 
of the 20th century,  no other 
individual left a larger imprint on the 
life of Gettysburg Seminary than Dr. 
Herman Stuempfle. On his watch as 
dean and president the Seminary 
fortified its reputation for academic 
excellence," Cooper-White 
continued, "doubled housing 
capacity for students, launched the 
widely renowned Music Gettysburg! 
Concert series, welcomed the local

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YWCA to our campus, and 
navigated the turbulent times as the 
newly formed Evangelical Lutheran 
Church in America struggled to 
solidify its system of theological 
education.  But it was in the 
classroom and chapel where Dr. 
Stuempfle's most enduring legacy 
was forged.  As professor of 
homiletics, and author of the widely 
acclaimed Preaching Law and 
Gospel, he sounded a defining  tone 
for a whole generation of us who 
were blessed to be his students."  
Stuempfle, a product of the public 
schools of Hughesville, PA, was a 
graduate of Susquehanna University 
and the Lutheran Theological 
Seminary at Gettysburg. He 
received additional advanced 
degrees from Union Theological 
Seminary in New York and the 
doctoral degree (Th.D.) at Southern 
California School of Theology at 
Claremont. Before coming to 
Gettysburg Seminary in 1962 as 
professor of preaching, he served  
congregations in York and 
Gettysburg, PA and in Baltimore, 
MD.  Stuempfle is the author of 
several books and numerous 
articles and  lectures on preaching, 
history and theology. Stuempfle and 
his wife of 50 years, Gretchen S. 
Parkinson, are the parents of two 
sons, Stephen and David, and one 
daughter, Kristin.  
 
Stuempfle is among the most 
honored and respected of hymn 
writers of the 20th and 21st 
Centuries.  His four volumes of 
hymn texts, published by GIA 
Publications, include songs of 
devotion and reflection; dancing and 
jubilation; sorrow, wonder, and 
delight.  The collections are entitled 
The Word goes Forth: hymns, 
songs, and carols (1993), 
Redeeming the time: a cycle of song 
for the Christian year, 1997, Awake 
our hearts to praise:  hymns, songs, 
and carols (2000), Wondrous Love 
Has Called Us (2006).  His texts 
have graced Lutheran 
congregational anniversaries, 
consecrations of Roman Catholic 
bishops, and English hymnal 
supplements.  
 
It was in retirement that he became 
an active hymn writer.  He has 
written an estimated 550 texts, more 
than half of them already published. 
Stuempfle is among the most 
published hymn writers in 

Evangelical Lutheran Worship, 
published in 2006, which features 
eight of his hymn texts. 
 
The Rev. Carol Hendrix, Bishop of 
the Lower Susquehanna Synod, 
ELCA, gave thanks "to God for the 
gift of the Rev. Dr. Herman G. 
Stuempfle Jr., pastor of the church, 
whose pastoral presence and words 
have impacted the lives of  people 
throughout the world. A 
consummate churchman, Dr. 
Stuempfle used his  many God-
given gifts in service to Christ's 
church and as a faithful disciple of 
the lord Jesus Christ. Through his 
books, his teaching and  
preaching, and the hymns he wrote 
he helped to keep the church 
faithful. He was a gracious, gentle 
man whose life we celebrate."

PARISH NURSE NEWS

What is Lyme Disease? 

Lyme disease is a bacterial 
disease caused by Borrellia 
burgdoferi. Within 1 to 2 weeks 
of being infected, people may 
have a “bull’s-eye” rash with 
fever, headache and muscle or 
joint pain. Some people have 
Lyme disease and do not have 
any early symptoms. Other 
people have a fever and other 
“flu-like” symptoms without a 
rash. After several days or 
weeks, the bacteria may spread 
throughout the body of an 
infected person. These people 
can get symptoms such as rashes 
in other parts of the body, pain 
that seems to move from joint to 
joint and few patients can get 
additional symptoms, such as 
swelling and pain in major joints 
or mental changes, month after 
getting infected. 
Can animals transmit Lyme 

disease to me? 

Yes, but not directly. People get 
Lyme disease when they are 
bitten by ticks carrying B 
burgdoferi. Ticks that carry 
Lyme disease are very small and 
can be hard to see. These tiny 
ticks bite mice infected with 
Lyme disease and then bit 
people or other animals, such as

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dogs and horses, passing the 
disease to them. 

How can I protect myself from 

Lyme disease? 

• Whenever possible, you 
should avoid entering areas 
that are likely to be infested 
with ticks, particularly in 
spring and summer when 
numphal ticks feed. 

• If you are in an area with ticks, 
you should wear light-
colored clothing so that ticks 
can be spotted more easily 
and removed before 
becoming attached. 

• If you are in an area with ticks, 
wear long-sleeved shirts, and 
tuck your pants into socks. 
You may also want to wear 
high rubber boots (since 
ticks are usually located 
closer to the ground.) 

• Application of insect 
repellents containing DEET 
to clothes and exposed skin 
and permethrin to clothes, 
should also help reduce the 
risk of tick attachment. 
DEET can be used safely on 
children and adults but 
should be applied according 
the Environmental 
Protection Agency 
guidelines to deduce the 
possibility of toxicity. 

• Since transmission of B 
burdoferi from an infected 
tick is unlikely to occur 
before 36 hours of tick 
attachment, check for ticks 
daily and remove them 
promptly. Embedded ticks 

should be removed by using 
fine-tipped tweezers, cleanse 
the area with an antiseptic 
and see your physician as 
soon as possible. 

• You can reduce the number of 
ticks around your home by 
removing leaf litter, brush 
and wood piles around your 
house and at the edge of 
your yard. By clearing trees 
and brush in your yard, you 
can reduce the likelihood 
that deer, rodents and ticks 
will live there.

Health, Healing and 

Wholeness  
“For the creation waits with eager 

longing for the revealing of the 
children of God; for the creation was 

subjected to futility, not of its own 
will but by the will of the one who 

subjected it, in hope that the 
creation itself will be set free from its 
bondage to decay  … We know that 

the whole creation has been 
groaning in labor pains until now; 

and not only creation, but we 
ourselves …groan inwardly while we 
wait for adoption, the redemption of 

our bodies.  For in hope we are 
saved.” (Rom. 8:19-22, NRSV) 

            Three separate articles 
crossed my desk this week which 
made me “sit-up-and- take-notice.”  
They were titled, “Air Pollution 
Linked to Heart Deaths” (WebMD 
Medical News, Jan. 31, 2007), 
“Highway  
 
Exhaust Stunts Lung Growth, Study 
Finds” (New York Times on-line, 
Jan. 30, 2007), and Environmental 
Hazards and Older Adults’ 
Susceptibility to Heart Disease and 
Stroke” (ASA Connection, Feb. 
2007) - all from reputable 

resources.   
 
In the Women’s Health Initiative, 
sixty-six thousand women aged 50-
79 are involved in an on-going 
health study.  Findings indicate that, 
“adjusting for other risk factors,” air 
quality can be a predictor of death 
due to heart disease or stroke.  
More specifically, the study 
examined “fine particulate air 
pollution” linked to vehicle exhausts, 
coal-fired power plants and 
industrial sources.  Fine particles 
can be breathed deep into small 
airways and air sacs, compromising 
the lung’s ability to empty smaller 
airways, and reducing the lungs’ 
ability to exchange oxygen and 
carbon dioxide.  Lest you think this 
only affects adults, check out the 
study on lung growth in children 
exposed to pollutants from the 
freeways of Southern California 

(despite some of more stringent 
airway emissions standards).   

Dr. W. James Gauderman 
of the University of California, and 
his fellow researchers recently 
published their findings in the 
medical journal, Lancet.  Their study 

incorporated 1445 children ages 10-
18, who were reevaluated over a 
period of eight years.  They 
discovered that the closer a child 
lived to a freeway, the increased 
likelihood that he/she would 
experience “reduced growth in lung 
strength” and capacity.  Since these 
lung functions are “largely complete 
by age 18 … a child with a deficit at 
that age will probably suffer lifelong 
diminished lung function.” 

The American Society on 
Aging echoes these assertions in 
the effects on the elderly.  It is 
estimated that older adults spend 
nearly 85-90% of their time indoors, 
where they [and we] are affected by 
combinations of outdoor pollutants 
that penetrate the home, as well as 
by product fumes, second-hand 
smoke, particles from spray 
insecticides, wood smoke and 
carbon monoxide.  The effects of 
exposure have led to increases in 
heart disease and stroke.  Yes, I 
believe we, and all creation, are 
groaning! 
Why is this important to 
congregations?  Not only does the 
wider church have the capacity to 
point us toward better stewardship 
of the planet, but an individual 
congregation can do many things to 

make its building and its occupants 
healthier. Our places of worship are 
filled with some of the same 
pollutants listed above, plus: fumes 
from office equipment; air 
fresheners and deodorizers; interior 
mold and mildew (especially in 
basements, books, linens, etc.); 
scented candles; incense; dust from 
heating and cooling systems; 
scented products such as hair 
spray, perfume, freshly dry-cleaned 
clothing; chemicals and dust in 
carpets.  If renovating parts of the 
building painted prior to 1978, there 
is potential for exposure to lead 
based paints.  

Good ventilation, and air 
purifiers will help, as will regular 
cleaning of heating and cooling 
systems; switching to unscented 
cleaning products and removing old 
or musty carpeting and replacing it 
with hard flooring, wearing 
protective masks and sealing the 
workspace when doing renovations, 
eliminating trash burning and 
disposing of imported vinyl blinds 
that are 20 or more years old. 
Individually we can cut down or 
eliminate scented personal care 
items when we know we will be in 
confined spaces.  All these steps go 
a long way toward making for a 
more comfortable and healthy 
worship experience for all.
