PARISH NURSE NEWS 

By Sue Baylor 

As I write this article, it’s 
snowing and I’m trapped at 
home, but summertime is 
coming soon. Here is a safety 
refresher for all of us, but 
especially for those who have 
young children in their lives. 
Toddlers like to explore so we 
have to think faster than they 
do! The following tips are from 
Safe Kids Worldwide. 

Airway Obstruction Safety 

• Always watch children when they 
are eating or playing.  

• If a child is under 3, don't let him 
or her eat small, round or hard 
food.  

• Read any warnings on toys or 
games. Look for small parts that 
can choke children.  

• Babies should be put to sleep on 
their backs.  

• Keep soft things out of the place 
where an infant sleeps.  

• Check floors and low places for 
small objects like buttons, beads, 
marbles, coins, pins and stones.  

• Put all plastic wrappings or bags 
where children can't reach them.  

Bike Safety  

Teach children the following bicycle 
and motorbike safety rules:  

• Wear a bicycle or motorcycle 
helmet on every ride. Check to 
see if your helmet should have a 
safety certification.  

• Ride so drivers and cyclists can 
see you.  

• Look both ways for oncoming 
vehicles before turning or 
crossing a street. Go only when it 
is clear.  

• Watch out for potholes, cracks, 
rocks, wet leaves, storm grates, 
railroad tracks or anything that 
could make you lose control of 
your bike.  

• Make sure your bike fits your 
height, weight and age.  

• Inflate tires properly.  

Motor Vehicle Safety  

• Every person riding in a car or 
truck needs his or her own seat 
belt. Do not let passengers ride in 
storage areas or on other 
people's laps.  

• Children should always ride in a 
back seat restrained in a car seat 
or safety belt.  

• Infants should ride in rear-facing 
car seats until they weigh at least 
20 lbs (9 kg) and are at least 1 
year old. Do not put a rear-facing 
car seat in the front seat of a 
vehicle with an active passenger 
air bag.  

• Children over 1 year old and 
weighing between 20 lbs (9kg) 
and 40 lbs (18 kg) should ride in 
forward-facing car seats.  

• Children ages 4 to 8 weighing 
between 40 lbs (18 kg) and 80 
lbs (36 kg) should ride in booster 
seats restrained with lap and 
shoulder belts. A regular safety 
belt won't fully protect a child this 
size in a crash.  

Falls Safety  

• Keep chairs, cribs and other 
furniture away from windows.  

• Don't leave a baby alone on a 
changing table, bed, couch or 
other furniture. Keep one hand on 
the baby while changing diapers.  

• Always strap a baby into a high 
chair, swing, changing table or 
strollers.  

• Get rid of hazards in the home 
like folded carpets, electric wires

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or cords on the floor, and unlit 
stairways.  

• Teach children to use 
playgrounds or playing fields with 
rubber, wood, mulch or sand 
surfaces. Grass and dirt are not 
as good at preventing serious 
injuries. Avoid asphalt.  

• Use safety gates or other barriers 
at the top and bottom of stairs.  

Fire and Burns Safety  

• Do not leave children alone 
around open flames, stoves or 
candles.  

• Keep matches, gasoline, lighters 
and other flammable materials 
out of children's reach.  

• Teach children a plan for 
escaping your home in a fire and 
practice it.  

• Install smoke alarms in your 
home on every level and in every 
sleeping area. 

o Test them once a month.  
o Replace the batteries once 

a year.  
o Replace alarms every 10 

years.  

• Before bathing children in heated 
water, always run your open 
hand through the water to check 
its temperature.  

• Keep hot foods and liquids away 
from table and counter edges. 
Never carry children and hot 
foods or liquids at the same time.  

• Keep things that easily catch fire 
(such as papers) away from heat 
sources like stoves, heaters and 
fireplaces 

Pedestrian Safety  

Teach children the following 
pedestrian safety rules:  

• Do not cross the street alone if 
you're younger than age 10.  

• Never play in the road.  
• Always try to walk on paths or 

sidewalks. If there are no 
sidewalks or paths, walk facing 
road traffic.  

• Look both ways for danger before 
and while crossing the street.  

• Walk, do not run, into the street.  

• Dress in bright colors or wear 
reflective materials so drivers can 
easily see you.  

Poisoning Safety  

• Read labels and find out which 
household products or plants are 
poisonous. If you are not sure 
about something, keep it where 
children can't reach it.  

• Lock up poisons and medicines 
out of sight and reach of children.  

• Don't take medicine in front of 
children. They might try to copy 
you.  

• Never leave potentially poisonous 
household products unattended 
while you are using them.  

• Throw away old medicines and 
cleaning products.  

Water and Drowning Safety  

• Always watch children near 
water. Don't leave, even for a 
moment.  

• Use a barrier like a fence to keep 
children away from pools or other 
bodies of water.  

• Empty and turn over all water 
containers after you use them.  

• Teach children to swim when 
they're ready, usually after age 4.  

• Teach children to never run, push 
or jump on others around water.  

• Teach children never to swim

May 6May 6May 6May 6        Turtles and other reptile “pets” can pose a health risk especially to 
infants, children, pregnant women and people with compromised immune 
systems as they may serve as natural “hosts” to the bacteria Salmonella.  
Infection can lead to  severe illness and in some cases, death.  Through 
hand washing, including cleaning under fingernails is necessary after 
handling these reptiles, their water bowls, or their cages!  GI symptoms 
usually appear 12-36 hours, but can begin anywhere from 6-72 hours 
after exposure.

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Some Thoughts About Stewardship 
 
I can’t help but notice that whenever the subject of Stewardship is raised at a church function, 
people’s eyes glaze over and the “here comes the appeal for money” mindset emerges. While 
stewardship is, of necessity, concerned with our financial support of the church, it involves much 
more. 
Stewardship focuses on the work of tilling, nourishing, planting and spreading Christ’s message of 
God’s infinite love for us and the gift of forgiveness and redemption through faith. We do this by 
using our resources of time, talent and treasure. We strive for growth. 
A Russian philosopher once wrote “The greatest mystery of life is that satisfaction is felt not by those 
who take and make demands, but by those who give and make sacrifices”. God’s message to us is that 
we must all pitch in and help. Happiness comes from giving-whether it be of time, talent, money or 
other things. Giving what we have to help others makes us far happier than keeping it for ourselves. 
How can we give more? 
Time-volunteer to be on a committee, help out at a church dinner, clean up after fellowship hour, or 
help at the Festival or one of our bazaars. Time is valuable, but costs us nothing to provide. 
Talent- can you teach, sing, ring a bell, knit, do carpentry, paint, cook, bake, usher, lector, greet, form 
a new ministry, relate to children, or comfort the ill, elderly or homebound? Opportunities are 
unlimited. 
And finally, the money talk- we continue to struggle financially. Reducing programs, ministries or 
other activities is not an option. If we are to survive, we must continuously grow. You have already 
heard us talk of trying to increase your present level of church activity time, church attendance time, 
weekly church attendance by our members and financial giving by 10% annually. We need to strive 
to reach a tithe in our giving-10% of our disposable income. 
Please look at the attached chart. What is your present percentage level of giving? Can you increase to 
the next percentage? It is estimated that the average Lutheran gives at about the 4% level. Increasing 
by one percentage level, to 5%, would result in monetary growth of 25%. Our budget would easily be 
met.  If we would actually tithe, we could produce a bonanza in new opportunities for us to serve each 
other, our community and our world. 
Most importantly, just get involved! Your church needs you.

Non-Parent Adults 
While parents are key influencers 
upon the faith and values of their 
children and young people, non-
parent adults also have a very 
important role to play. These can 
include other relatives, teachers or 
older Christians from their church 
who know and value them. Roland 
Martinson’s faith factors research 
indicates that for most children 
and youth to grow into adult faith 
maturity they need at least three 
non-parent adult mentors of vital 
faith. . Similarly, Mark DeVries 
(author of Family-Based Youth 
Ministry) observes that young 
people who grow into faith-full 
adults either (1) come from 
families where Christian growth 
was modeled in at least one 
parent; or (2) have such 
significant connections within the 
church that it becomes an 
extended family for them. Where 
both are in place the combination 
is typically powerful. DeVries 
writes that ‘every Christian 
teenager needs an extended 
family of Christian adults – adults 
who can be part of the “cloud of 
witnesses” that cheers him or her 
on. … Our goal is to expose 
young people not just to Christian 
teachings but also to real live 
adult Christians who call them by 
name and sit in the arena of faith 
to cheer them on. To provide our 
young people with an extended 
Christian family gives our teens a 
resource pool of adults who can 
help them negotiate their own 
ideas and their own faith’.

Mission Trip Opportunity 
St. Luke Lutheran Church, 
Bloomsburg, is organizing a 
mission trip to New Orleans for 
June.

We desperately need to 
get away from differences and 
jealousies and focus on mission 
and ministry, both here and 
elsewhere.  I see this as one such 
opportunity.  Bethlehem Church 
can accommodate multiple groups 
over the next several months.  

They are thrilled at the prospect of 
partnering with us, and they 
welcome the opportunity to host 
groups coming to serve.  I can 
imagine several groups from 
around the synod journeying to 
New Orleans, working together, 
and other groups going at 
different times, all contributing to 
the same effort.  I can see a large 
gathering to celebrate successful 
mission, as well as to plan future 
mission.  I see us working 
together, in the synod, on 
significant projects that impact 
our communities.”
