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A STEWARDSHIP MINUTE

This month’s issue of
Stewardship has a story that
reflects the way life in a church
really seems to be. It has to do
with what often happens when
you go to a physician for a
check-up. You know, the doctor
begins to poke and examine
and listen to what is going on in
your body. When the doctor
touches a place that s
sensitive, the patient is likely to
jump or perhaps let out an
“ouch” or two. The writer of the
article in Stewardship says that
something similar may happen
when a pastor starts talking
about stewardship at worship.
The writer meant that some
Christians are sensitive when
the pastor begins to touch on
the subject of how they use
their time, talent, or treasure.
For some, it may bring forth a
sensitive area, or even an
“ouch.” That shouldnt be, of
course, but all too often it is.

But think about the following: If
Christ is our personal Savior, if
we have offered to give our all
to him, why should we be
sensitive about checking up on
the condition of our
stewardship? Don’t we need to
have our spiritual health
examined occasionally just as
we do our physical health?

Here is the truth of the matter:
If we volunteered to serve
eagerly, to give generously, to
witness joyfully, and to let
Christ truly be the Lord of our
entire lives, well, pastors would
never need to talk about
stewardship at all. It would be
our desire to be the best
stewards possible.

Think about that. Being a
worthy steward is what we
would all want to be!

Reformation Day
On October 31%, the eve of
All Saint’s Day, in 1517
Luther nailed his Ninety-five
Theses to the church door at
Wittenberg. Luther’s sole
intent was to debate abuses
within the church. He had no
idea he was starting a
Reformation. Luther himself
would undoubtedly object to a
celebration commemorating
such a serious division within
the church of Christ.
However, the popularity of
this festival seems to demand
its continuation in the
Protestant Church.

A symbol which might be used
in connection with
Reformation Day is the lamp,
symbolic of Christian
knowledge. Luther’s action
brings to mind the search of
every Christian for knowledge
of the truth.
