Hunger in children

- Inthe U.S., 12.6 million
children are hungry or at risk
of becoming hungry.

- In the developing world, 20
million low-birth-weight babies
are born each year. They are
at risk of dying in infancy or
suffering lifelong physical or
cognitive disabilities.

- 3/4 of all deaths in children
under age 5 in the developing
world are caused by
malnutrition or related
diseases.

- Each day in the developing
world, 16,000 children die from
hunger or preventable
diseases such as diarrhea,
acute respiratory infections, or
malaria. Malnutrition is
associated with over half of
those deaths. That is equal to
1 child every 5.4 seconds.

- Hungry children are more
likely to be ill and absent from
school.
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- Hungry children suffer from 2
to 4 times more individual
health problems--such as
unwanted weight loss, fatigue,
headaches, irritability, inability
to concentrate, and frequent
colds--as low-income children
whose families do not
experience food shortages.

PARISH NURSE
“For he will command his angels
concerning you to guard you in all
your ways. On their hands they will
bear you up, so that you will not
dash your foot against a stone.” (Ps.
91:11-12NRSV)
The psalmist reminds us of
God'’s unceasing love and desire
to protect us, but let’s face it, he
needs our cooperation -
particularly when it comes to
avoiding unnecessary risk to the
health and safety of his people.

It is already November, and time
to think about the holidays, and
visits with our families. With so
many people traveling, driving
safety takes on critical
importance at these times,
especially for those drivers who
are carrying precious cargo —
their children. Below are ten
mistakes parents too often make
when installing a child’s car seat;
1. Using a car seat without
knowing its history. Itis
tempting to borrow a child car
seat from a family member or
friend, or to purchase one at a
yard/tag sale, but think twice
before doing so. The seat
should be labeled with the
manufacture date and model
number. Check for any recalls
by going to: www-
odi.nhtsa.gov/recalls/childseat.ft
m . Do not use it if the seat is
more than six years old, has
visible cracks, or has been in a
crash.

2. Placing the seat in the
wrong spot. The safest place is
in the back seat, away from
active air bags. For those cars
equipped with side-curtain air
bags, be sure to read the car
seat instructions and car owner’s
manual for any additional
precautions.

3. Using the car seat as a
replacement crib. [According
to MayoClinic.com] A study from
2009 indicated that sitting
upright in a car seat to sleep,
may compress a newborn’s
chest and lead to lower levels of
oxygen. Be sure the infant seat
is always reclined. Even mild
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airway obstruction can have
developmental consequences.
4. Not Reading instructions
carefully. Make sure the child
seat is secure — allow no more
than one inch of movement from
side-to-side or front-to-back —
and that it is facing the right
direction! If using an infant or
convertible seat in the rear-
facing position, be sure to use
the harness slots described in
the car seat’s instruction
manual. Thread the [harness]
straps through the car seat shell
and pad. Place the harness or
chest clip even with your child’s
armpits — not at the abdomen or
neck, insuring that it is lying flat
against your baby’s chest and
over his/her hips with no slack.
Position the car seat’s handle
according to manufacturer’s
instructions. Don’t hang

things from the handle.

5. Improperly trying to keep
your child upright.  Recline the
car seat according to
manufacturer’s instructions so
that your infant’'s head does not
flop forward. You can place a
tightly rolled towel, or “swim
“noodle” at the vehicle seat bight
(curve), then position the car
seat on the raised object. If the
baby slouches down or to the
side of the car seat, place
padding around (never under or
behind) him/her.

6. Moving to a forward-facing
car seat too soon. ltis
tempting to face the car seat
forward so you can see your
child’s face, but don't do this
until the child weighs 30-40
pounds. Start with a convertible
seat, or go from an infant

seat to a different seat as the
child grows. Always install the
seat according to the
manufacturers and car owner’s
manual instructions.

7. Dressing your child in

bulky outerwear. The child’s
chest harness may not be as
effective when placed over
padded clothing. Ifitis cold,
dress the child in a lightweight
jacket and hat. Buckle the
harness snugly, then tuck a



blanket around the child for
warmth.

8. Moving to a booster seat

too soon. Older kids need a
booster seat to allow for an adult
safety belt to fit properly. You
will know this when: your child
has topped the weight height
limits of the current (often 40-80
Ibs.)seat; your child’s shoulders
are above the car seat’s top
harness slots; your child’s ears
have reached the top of the car
seat.

9. Using a booster seat
incorrectly. Booster seats
without a harness must be used
with a lap and shoulder belt —
never a lap-only belt! Make
sure the lap belt lies low and
shug across your child’s upper
thighs and that the shoulder belt
crosses the middle of your
child’s chest and shoulder (not
the neck). Some booster seats
have no back. Backless seats
also must be used with a lap
and shoulder belt — never a lap-
only belt. If your vehicle has
low seat backs or does not have
a headrest to protect your child’s
head and neck in a crash,
consider using a high- back
booster that fits your child’s
height and weight.

10. Using the vehicle safety

belt too soon. Most kids are
ready to safely use an adult seat
belt/shoulder harness

between the ages of 8 and 12.
Your child is ready when he/she

reaches a height of 4 feet 9
inches, and your child sits
against the back of the vehicle
seat with his/her knees bent
comfortably at the edge of the
seat. The lap belt rests flat
across his/her upper thighs, and
the shoulder belt rests on you're
child’s shoulder — not on the
neck or throat!

Finally, do not allow your child to
tuck the shoulder belt under
his/her arm or behind their back.
Stay away from products that
promise to make the belts fit
better, and never, ever buckle 2
children in one seatbelt. If you
have questions, contact your
state highway safety office for
information on how to safely use
a child seat. In addition, the
National Highway Traffic Safety
Administration can help you find
a child car seat inspection
station in your area.

November 15  Contact wearers
— replace your lens case! The
American Optometric Association
indicates that 25% of lens wearers
don’t replace their cases — leading
to a buildup of bacteria in nooks
and crannies of the case. Cases
should be replaced every three
months. In between, be sure to
rinse and clean thoroughly after
every use, allowing the case to
air-dry, and always begin lens
care by washing and drying your
hands!

- Make sure all stoves, ovens, and
ranges have been turned off
when you leave the kitchen

- Set timers to keep track of turkeys
and other food items that require
extended cooking times

- Turn handles of pots and pans on
the stove inward to avoid
accidents

- Follow all manufacturer guidelines

regarding the appropriate use of
appliances

- After guests leave, designate a

responsible adult to walk around
the home making sure that all
candles and smoking materials
are extinguished

Our Synod

The Upper Susquehanna
Synod (USS) is one of the
sixty-five synods of the
Evangelical Lutheran Church
in America located
throughout the United States
and the Caribbean. As one of
the three expressions of this
church, our synod in north
central Pennsylvania joins us
to the 137 ELCA
congregations on our territory
as well as the entire ELCA.
The USS was born on January
1, 1988 with the formation of
the ELCA from its
predecessor church bodies
(Lutheran Church in America,
American Lutheran Church
and the Association of
Evangelical Lutheran
Churches). The Rev. Robert
L. Driesen has served as this
synod’s bishop since
September 1, 2007. The
synod office is located in
Lewisburg, Pennsylvania.

What is a Synod?

Our English word synod
comes from two Greek words
syn+ hodosthat literally

mean “a way together.” In
and through synods,
congregations and other
ministries “walk together.”
Synods are an expression of
this church, just as are
congregations and the
churchwide organization.
They coordinate the work of
congregations within their
territories. Synods plan for the
mission of the Evangelical
Lutheran Church in America
(which is one dimension of

God's larger mission) in their
area. The synods are grouped
into nine regions which are
points of connection for
synods and the churchwide
organization. Our synod, the
Upper Susquehanna Synod, is
located in region 8 of the
ELCA and is sometimes
known as Synod 8E.

The ELCA'’s 65 synods vary
greatly in size, geography,
membership, staffing and
program. Our smallest synod
has 30 congregations — the
largest nearly 300.
Geographically, in the Saint
Paul Area Synod, most
congregations are within a
half-hour drive of the synod
office; by contrast, the Rocky
Mountain Synod includes
20% of the continental U.S.
land mass, requiring frequent
staff travel by air. From
Alaska to the Caribbean, from
the tip of southern California
to Maine, the 65 synods of the
Evangelical Lutheran Church
in America carry out their
mission of Making Christ
Known!

Each synod in assembly elects
a bishop and other officers.

As the synod’s pastor, the
bishop oversees the ministry
of other pastors and
congregations. Together with
her/his assistant(s), the bishop
provides support to
congregations. This includes
assistance in calling pastors
and other staff; support in
times of difficulty and
congregational conflict; and,
joining in the celebrations of
congregations. Bishops also
oversee the administration of
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the synod, supervising the
work of other officers and
staff. In addition, they serve
as bishops of the whole
ELCA, coming together
regularly in gatherings of the
Conference of Bishops.
